Prayer Guide:                  2023 Theme  –  Spirit-Produced Fruit 
 

 
Monday – Praise God for the service opportunities DMC participants shared in yesterday. Pray that we would be open to 
the new learnings God has for us as we reflect on the experience. How might God be calling you to serve someone today in 
a simple way? 
 
Tuesday – Drink a glass of water giving thanks for the gift of clean, abundant water to drink. Pray for people who don’t 
have good access to water. Ask God to help you to experience the refreshing of the Spirit in your life today. 
 
Wednesday – Pray for Spruce Lake and Pinebrook preparing to point people to Christ through Day Camp and Wilderness 
Camp. Pray for the staff positions to be filled with quality staff who are excited to share their skills and their faith.  
 
Thursday – Jesus says, “Follow me.” In what area of your life are you struggling with this invitation? Name it aloud to 
yourself and ask someone you trust to pray for you.  
 
Friday – Pray for the workers you encounter today, in retail, health care, service occupations, or in your own workplace, 
etc. Pray for strength and purpose. Learn to know their first name if possible. 
 
Saturday – Pray the crafted prayer slowly allowing the words to sink into your inner being. Take a phrase with you to pray 
throughout your day.
