DMC participants to pray for:

Monday –  Invite God to identify an area of your life or a direction you are heading, in which God is calling for a 
change. 
 
Tuesday – Listen to Jesus’ invitation of rest in Matthew 11:28. What heavy burden are you carrying that Jesus 
invites you to lay down? 
 
Wednesday – Pray for a person you see today whom you do not know. Pray that God will guide them as they go 
about their day. 
 
Thursday – Pray for a person you know from our congregation who attends school. Pray that they will build their 
identity on who Jesus declares they are and not on the opinions of others. 
 
Friday –  Invite God to remind you of one truth today on which you need to focus. 
 
Saturday – Ask God to prepare you for gathered worship tomorrow. What suffering/struggle do you wish to lay 
at the cross and wait for God to transform?
