Monday - Ask God to increase your imagination of what God can do in your life and the lives of people around you. Take 
note of what thoughts come to your mind from God. 
 
Tuesday – Pray for health care workers you meet this week, for strength and wisdom as they serve the community. Lift up 
a person by name whom you know in the health care field.  
 
Wednesday - Who does God want you to bless today with a word of encouragement? Take a few minutes to pray for them 
and share a note, a text, a phone call.  
 
Thursday - How are you becoming more aware of God’s love as you live in the space of the fullness of God as described in 
Ephesians 3? Notice where in your life you are experiencing God’s love in a greater way. Give thanks! 
 
Friday – Pray for these persons who are serving in a mission context: Dale and Beth Nafziger, Phil and Pratiksha Tyson, and 
then pray for yourself as well, as you serve in your own context!  Pray for attentiveness to the Spirit today.  
 
Saturday – “Rejoice with those who rejoice and mourn with those who mourn.” Romans 12:15, As we prepare for worship 
tomorrow with a message on the prayer of lament, invite God to give you a heart open to both lament and rejoicing.
